When will my taster take place?
Your taster will be during the winter before your wedding. Usually between November
to March. We have limited weekend availability as well as week day lunch/evening on a
first come first served basis.

Where will it be?
Our tasters take place in our 5* rated open kitchen and tasting room.

Is there parking?
We have ample free parking right outside our door!

How long will it take?
Your booking slot is for 2 hours.
Tasters are a great chance to taste your food at a relaxed pace, we will be there to talk
through dishes and go through any questions you may have. It's also a good chance for
us to chat all things wedding too!

Can we bring guests?
Yes – certainly! You may bring up to 2 guests, the price is £45 per person.

Can we bring the wine we'll be having on the wedding day?
For sure! We provide complementary bubbles or beer for your taster, however you are
more than welcome to bring along some of the wine you have arranged for the big day!
Please let us know in advance if you wish to do so.

Do we need to bring anything with us?
A general timeline for your day is always a good start, we can help and advise with this
and can also offer help recommending other suppliers if needed.

What food will we try?
Plated Menu A/B - We will provide 2 starters, 2 main courses and 2 desserts of your
choice or three from the trio menu.

Sharing – We will provide 1 board for each course you would like as a sharing course

We don't prepare canapes, evening food or cheese boards but we can have a good
chat through these together if you're finding it hard to narrow down your choices.
